Michigan Historic Preservation Tax Credits to be Replaced by

Community Revitalization Program

Brownfield Redevelopment and Michigan Historic Preservation tax credits have long served as major Detroit revitalization tools,
but they have recently been eliminated by Michigan Governor Rick Snyder due to the state’s troubled financial situation. So many
of Detroit’s recent redevelopment and rehabilitation successes, including the Westin-Book Cadillac, have utilized these tax credits
to make their projects financially feasible, elimination might be viewed as detrimental to future revitalization projects. The role that
these financial incentives have had in preserving Detroit’s rich cultural heritage and community identity cannot be understated.

Fortunately, the State of Michigan has recently announced that these two tax incentives will be replaced by a more front-ended and
criteriabased community revitalization program, for which properties do not necessarily have to qualify as brownfields or historic
resources to receive project funding. Under the direction of the Michigan Strategic Fund, the Michigan Community Revitalization
Program will award project funding through loans, grants, and other economic assistance, with a particular focus on the revitalization
of urban areas and downtowns. Midtown and Downtown Detroit are likely to benefit from this urban-oriented preference, adding
to the surge in redevelopment projects in these vibrant districts. Award considerations include: local community impact; effect on
peripheral revitalization potential; financial need; job creation; reuse and rehabilitation of historic resources and blighted properties;
environmental contamination; and the capacity to foster sustainable urbanism by creating walkable mixed-use communities. Total
funding is not to exceed 25 percent of eligible project investment and will be capped at $10 million per project, and grants will be
capped at $1 million per project.

Complete details for the new program are still forthcoming; it is yet unclear how the revitalization process will be affected,
particulatly as it pertains to heritage buildings. Historic resources are just one of many possible qualification criteria under the
Michigan Community Revitalization Program, and details as to historic integrity standards including adhering to the Secretary of the
Interior’s Standards for Rehabilitation are of great interest. Final policy and application processes are expected to be finalized soon.
